Do you discover snippets in the papers, or
in conversations, or in books or at

lectures, where some surprising idea or
evidence is presented that upturns a major
theory or belief? It happens regularly. |

wrote recently about my brotherOs
experience with graptolites being
discovered in the Antarctic, Tasmania and
near Takaka, in the north west of the
South Island of New Zealand. This
provided evidence for these land mass
having been connected at some point,
so continental split up and drift were
suddenly all acceptable ideas, overturning past theories.

Well now, what about this: At least 235 types of cold-water fish are found
in both the Antarctic and the Arctic Seas. Scientists are unable to explai
how this could be. The warm water between them is thought to be to
great a barrier for them to cross by swimming. Someone will have to com
up with a new theory to explain this phenomenon. No-one has yet.
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| put this to my paleontologist nephew professor Alan Cooper of Adelaide
University. His theory was that migratory birds flying from one end of the
earth to the other carried seeds of plants and small eggs of fish and animals
after having trapped them in their feet while wading in mud and water. So
thereOs a possible explanation.

Alan is studying Moa poo to learn about what happened to so many plant
species that have died out or nearly so. He discovered that 90% of moas
food, contrary to popular belief, was plant life living close to the ground.
Spring annuals no more than 10 cm tall are now nearly extinct, because
moas stopped spreading their seeds. Alan hopes to be able to predict what is
likely to happen to many of todayOs species that are threatened, because of
human activity, and, armed with knowledge, to effect changes that will save
many endangered species.

Speaking of endangered species, did you know that about 251 million years
ago, at the end of the Permian era, when the worldOs land mass was all one
called Pangaea, a series of large volcanic eruptions wiped out 95% of
existing species? After that, for about a million years, the rulers of the animal
world were snout-nosed pigs called lystrosaurs that used their small tusks to
root around the ground for vegetables to eat. They lived in burrows and
hibernated, and these factors possibly saved them from dying out. Other
survivors from that era were cynodonts, tiny shrew-like creatures, that later
gave rise to the mammals and eventually humans, and equally small
diapsids, that would later evolve into dinosaurs, reptiles and birds.

One of the most misused words in the computer field, resolution has
taken on three different meanings:

For example, a computet
screen may have a resolution of 90 ppi, while a laser printer may have
resolution of 1200 dpi.

2. The Opixel dimensionsO of a display, as in 01024x768 is pret

3. The total number of pixels on a digital cameraOs image sensor, -
in OMy Minolta X50 is the size of an Altoids tin, but it has 5-megapixel
resolution.O Note that in this sense, resolution has nothing whatever to
with dots or pixels per inch, because the size of the image sensor isn
usually mentioned. (ThatOs a pity, because it does matter: for a give
number of megapixels, the larger the sensor, the less noise thereQll be
the photos.)

script, scripting

1. A term used so as to not scare you away when what weOre rea
referring to is programming, even if it is on a smaller scale. Technically,
a scripting language usually differs from a programming language in tha
a script is a component thatOs interpreted by another program (wheth
thatOs AppleScript or FileMaker, or a browser for JavaScript), while ¢
programming language can do its thing all by itself because itOs compile
into a single file that contains both the instructions and the information
needed to implement those instructions.

But, the terminology is a little fluid, since programs like Script Editor
can take your AppleScript scripts (are you still with me?) and compile
them into standalone programs.

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(256 kbps versus 128 kbps, for instance) includes more of the origina
content; it discards less detail, thus providing better quality, although in &
larger file.

Firewire

Well Apple has updated all its non-laptop computers this month, and ont
trend is that the Firewire 400 connector has gone from all models.

While there is still some speculation about what all this means, more
than a few users are concerned that the change has made their olc
Firewire 400 peripherals obsolete.

Fear not. FireWire 800 is backwards compatible with all FireWire 400
peripherals. All you need is a way to connect those peripherals to th
newer port. The solution can be found in any of a number of inexpensive
cables and adapters. These have been around for quite a while,
Firewire 800 has actually been around for over 5 years now. If you look
around, you will find both Firewire 400-to-800 cables and small adapters
that enable you to plug Firewire 400 cables into Firewire 800 sockets.

It's worth noting that if you've got both FireWire 400 and 800 devices,
you should put your FireWire 400 devices at the end of your FireWire
chain, connecting FireWire 800 devices directly to your Mac and to eact
other. Putting FireWire 400 devices in between your Mac and your 80C
devices will reduce the performance of the latter.

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Mac Malware

According to proponents of the Mac Malware Myth, Mac users should
be afraid of a series of reports about a Orising tideO of malicious software
and in panicked response, install anti-virus software from the vendors
who propagate those dire warnings.

For more than a half decade, the Windows-enraptured tech media has
been banging on a drum about the imminent arrival of Mac viruses. As
proof of this coming wave, they always cite researchers employed by
anti-virus vendors who recount vulnerabilities found in Mac OS X or
occasionally trojan horse malware designed to dupe Mac users into
manually installing software that intentionally causes problems.

This is like warning the population of the threat of a global pandemic
outbreak based on press releases issued by a homeopathic group
concerned that isolated reports of individuals hitting themselves with a
hammer might portend a greater public health crisis, unless more people
coat themselves with-solution-X obtained from one of their practitioners.

One recent example of this comes from Dan GooditharRegister

GoodinOs most recent article OMac malware tide on the riseO desperately
bends backwards to equate a) malicious software dressed up as pirated
warez that tricks one individual Mac user into manually bypassing
operating system security to install it once with b) the self-installing,
self-replicating viruses that rapidly spread to millions of Windows PCs
overnight, like the recent Conficker virus, which has now infected more
than 15 million Windows systems across the globe.

Goodin was careful not to directly refer any of the four Mac malware
reports that made up his Orising {ideO as actually being viral, but he
expertly wove in mentions of Oanti-virus providers,O purposely
muddying the waters to suggest that Macs have no security advantage
over PCs running Windows.

GooginOs article was sponsored by Symantec security ad banners and
made direct reference to OMac anti-virus provider IntegoO and Oanti-virus
provider Kaspersky.O How is it that there is a Mac anti-virus industry
when there are ho Mac viruses? Fear. And ignorance.

In fact, anti-virus software itself is a key target for infection. ThatOs
because anti-virus software sits in a powerful, trusted position within the
operating system and has its own mechanisms for accepting updates
from the network, - often an easier target than the operating system itself.

Apple itself discovered this when it began shipping Virex as part of its
Dot Mac package. While this was never compromised, it did cause other
problems, which got so bad Apple yanked the title and eliminated the
problems. Apple's defense today, is a strong offense: education, and
continual work to bolster the security of its platforms.

Digital Camera & MegaPixels

Each 6-months or so, we see new point-and-shoot cameras released w
even more megapixels, so is there an end to this quest for more ar
more?

Akira Watanabe, manager of Olympus Imaging's SLR planning
department, has officially thrown down the gauntlet and drawn a line in
the megapixel sand. "Twelve megapixels is, | think, enough for covering
most applications most customers need,” he said at the annual Pho
Marketing Association convention. But is he correct?

The Myth

Megapixels are the digital camera market's equivalent of horsepower an

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megahertzNa single metric that consumers and marketers latch on to
tenaciously, despite the fact that it hardly describes overall performance
(hint: they usually donOt).

See, throwing more megapixels at the digital imaging problem is akin to
bumping up the processor speed on a motherboard with a slow bus and
small amounts of RAM, or adding a turbo to a small engine on a car with
lousy brakes and wobbly suspension. The number of megapixels in a
camera's image sensor is just one in a number of aspects that truly define
how well a camera works.

In an image sensor, larger pixels mean better light-gathering capability,
better colour accuracy, and usually better dynamic range (the range of
tones) - and more pixels means smaller pixels - do you see a problem
here?

How Many are Enough?

The truth is, though, that 6MP is enough to make a very nice 8 x 10"
printNin fact, I've seen very nice, though soft, 8 x 10" prints from early
3MP DSLRs. More pixels can mean larger prints or more room for
cropping. But who's making larger prints, other than professionals? And
with compact cameras offering up to 24x zoom ranges, exactly how
much cropping would someone need?

And for casual users, whose images largely end up on sharing sites like
Flickr, Picasa, or PhotoBucket, even 12MP is overkill. With a decent
lens, something in the 6-8MP range will more than suffice. Keep in mind
that with the increase in megapixels comes a resulting increase in file
size. So shooting hundreds or even thousands of 12MP images means
larger memory cards, more space eaten up on hard drives, and more time
sorting and editingNall for images that are likely to end up viewed at no
larger than 800 x 600px... or about half a megapixel.

Where Now?

Image quality is the sum of multiple parts: megapixels, tonal range, low-
light capabilities. But beyond the sensor itself, the two other major
factors that come into play are the on-board image processing hardware
and the camera's lens. One reason for the resurrection of the (D)SLR is
better lenses, larger sensors, and usually better image processing.

Though focusing solely on the number of megapixels made marketing
and buying digital cameras easier, it seems that we are at a major turning
point in the direction of further developments in digital camera
technology. Much like cars have shifted from horsepower to safety and
efficiency, and computers have shifted from mega- (and giga-) hertz to
multiple cores and... well, efficiency, digital cameras will shift toward
other aspects that reflect the "bigger picture" of a camera's performance.

And the more recent camera models are showing this new direction.

A number of different sources are quoting unidentified sources who have
heard that Apple has placed an order with Wintek in Taiwan for 10 inch
touch-screens. They all report that they donOt know what Apple will dc
with them.

possibility of an Apple net-book (which Apple have sort of denied any
current interest in), a large iPod Touch, and a resurrection of a Newton
like PDA device (reportedly this has been in development for the past :
years). | think that they are missing a couple of options, such as a
eBook system (a competitor to AmazonOs Kindle device), of an Appl
game console. Only time will tell, so look for an announcement in 6-12
months.

There is a possibility of an Apple event during March, which could show
details of iPhone 3.0 software. A couple of feature being rumored are
MMS, Multimedia Message Service and Tethering. MMS would give
users the ability to send photos by way of SMS and tethering would
allow your iPhone to share its internet connection with your laptop. Also
gettin a mention are the perennial copy&paste, and multi-processing s
that you can have several apps running at the same time.

On another front, it is reported that Apple is exploring the possibility of
including a wireless wand type device with Apple TV. This could be
similar to the NintendoOs Wii Controller. It could be used for control the
device and allow the development of wand enabled applications like
games. Now why would anyone want to play games on such an unde
powered device?

Two possible dates for this years WWDC, (WorldWide DeveloperOs
Conference) have been floating around. These are current May 16-22 «
June 6-12. It should be noted that the June dates are probably the mc
likely as this is more often the time that the conference is held and nev
announcement are made. Expect software more than hardware, so it
possible to expect a release date of Mac OS 10.6, Snow Leopard - ar
free beta copies for attendees.

The first drafts of USB 3.0 are reported to be complete, and should b
released to manufacturers by July. This should be solid enough fo
implementations to start appearing next year. USB has always been
disappointment to me - it was supposed to be 480Mb/s, but neve
achieved that. Try copying a terabyte disk, and you will soon see how
slow it is compared to firewire (400Mb/s). USB 3.0 is supposed to be
rated at 5Gb/s - a 10-fold speed jump. | wonder how fast it will actually
be?

Naturally Speaking engine.
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Dictate will be very, very useful for the handicapped. Once you have
learned all its commands, you should rarely have to touch the keyboard
at all. Not only can you dictate, but you can also edit documents, open
and close applications, plus navigate your Mac. That levels the playing
field enormously.

THE RIND

First, the hardest thing is memorizing all the different commands. But
then again, that goes with the territory.

The biggest problem that | had, was with the USB dongle. Inside it was
slightly malformed, so | had to do a bit of work to get both jacks plugged
in. But once it was in, and | had the headphone and microphone
highlighted in the system preferences sound pane, | was able to proceed
with this review.

SUMMARY

Dictation software is leaps and bounds beyond what it once was. Now,
instead of talking like an android, you can speak to it as if you're talking
to a small child. | know that once | can make this a habit, that my will

greatly improve.
